10.3 Pairing

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10.4 Calibrating the Gyroscope

Simultaneously push the left and right joystick to the lower right corner to
calibrate the gyro. When the indicator of the drone changes from flashing
to solid on, it means the calibration is completed.

Tips: To ensure a stable flight, we suggest that the pilot calibrates the
gyro every time after pairing the drone and after a crash.

10.5 One Key Start/ Landing

@ After pairing / calibration, short press the One Key Start/ Landing button,
the propellers will start spinning at low speed. Slowly push the throttle
joystick up to take off.

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11.0 FUNCTION DETAILS
11.1 Emergency Stop

A The Emergency Stop function can be only used in case of emergen-
cy during the flight to avoid any of damage or injury.

Press and hold
for two seconds

Press and hold the Emergency Stop button for about two seconds to
trigger the Emergency Stop function, the motors will stop immediately.

11.2 Speed Switch

This drone comes with 2 speed modes (Low/ High). Press the Speed Switch
button on the transmitter to switch the speed.

“Di” indicates Low speed, “Di Di” indicates High speed. (The Low Speed is
default speed mode.)

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11.3 Trimmer Function

F/B Sideward Fly Trim : If the drone drifts forward, slide the F/B Trimmer
button down to re-balance the drone. If the drone drifts backward, slide the

F/B Trimmer button up to re-balance the drone.

L/R Sideward Fly Trim : If the drone drifts to the left, slide the L/R Trimmer
button to the right to re-balance the drone. If the drone drifts to the right,
slide the L/R Trimmer button to the left to re-balance the drone.

(When you hear a long beep from the transmitter, it indicates that it has

been adjusted to the limit.)
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11.4 360° Flip

When you get familiar with all the functions of the drone, you can try this
amazing flip mode. When you fly the drone at least 10 feet, press the 360°
Flip button on the upper right of the transmitter, then push the right joystick
Forward/ Backward or Left/ Right, and the drone will do a flip towards the
corresponding direction.

If you are in MODE 1, push the right joystick Left/ Right or push the left
Joystick Forward/ Backward, and the drone will do a flip towards the
corresponding direction.
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11.5 Headless Mode

1. After pairing/ calibration, or during the flight of the drone, long press the
Headless Mode button to enter Headless Mode. The indicator lights on the
drone start to flash continuously.

2. Long press the Headless Mode button again, and you will hear three
beeps, the indicator lights on the drone will be solid which indicates the
drone exits the Headless Mode.

Under Headless Mode, the forward direction is the direction that the head
of drone faces when the drone takes off. In order to make sure the pilot can
tell drone’s direction, we recommend that pilots to stay in the same
orientation as the drone’s head faces when the drone takes off.
